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There are five Guiding Documents that are important for us to understand. Here is a quick 
overview of why they exist and how they are connected. 

¶ The Constitution: Only the International Executive Board (IEB) 
has the authority to amend. 

¶ International Bylaws: Chapters and S/P/Ns can amend the 
International Bylaws by submitting proposed bylaws 
amendments. They are voted on before or during the 
International Convention. 

¶ Policies & Procedures (P&Ps) on all three levels: IEB,  
S/P/N, Chapter. They explain how each level will follow the 
International bylaws. P&Ps are living documents and must be 
kept updated.  

¶ Protocol Manual: This document includes the official seating 
charts for conference and convention head tables. IEB updates 
this manual. 

¶ Strategic Plan: There are four goals created by the IEB. Each  
S/P/N and chapter creates their biennial goals to show how they 
will support the goals of the Strategic Plan. Your goals are related 
to the Chapter Needs Assessment (CNA). IEB updates the 
Strategic Plan every 5 years. 

The Chapter Bylaws Policy Statement is due on March 15, 2025.  
Chapter Bylaws Policy Statements should be submitted to  
Betty Jo Evers, AZ Guiding Documents Chair.
